64101 Outline of Philosophy 3/3/0

This course focuses on introducing philosophy to beginners what philosophy is studying.
Philosophy questions and considers concepts that play a fundamental role in understanding
the world, including ourselves. This course helps to enter the philosophical methodology
that pursues the nature of abstract but universal philosophical problems and the value of
clear and accurate thinking by analyzing and critically discussing ideas presented by
philosophers on important philosophical problems. It also helps prepare for effective
learning of other philosophical subjects.

64106 Ethics 3/3/0

This couse discusses the ethic universalism and relativism, the teleology and the law-based
ethics as classification according to basic beliefs in traditional normative ethics, the
metaphysical ethics as a classification centering on the problems of standard of value
judgment, the naturalistic ethics and the right-angled ethics. Based on this, it helps to
critically analyze, compare and evaluate the basic theories of ethics, such as ethical
selfishness, utilitarianism, deontology, free will and determinism. In order to enhance
learners' understanding, comparison and evaluation ability on various basic ethical concepts
and theories, we develop questions and answers between instructors and learners from time

to time and induce active discussion among learners.

In this course, we will seek philosophical solutions to the philosophical fundamental
questions of human beings and the world such as existence and absence, one and many,
movement and stop, time and space, coincidence and necessity, phenomenon and reality,
causality and end, life and death, secularity and transcendence, and meta-scholastic
questions related to it. To this end, learners raise individual or collectively related problems
according to the intellectual advice of the instructor and seek solutions by themselves
through presentations and discussions within the learning community. In this case, learners
can establish their own special viewpoints that comprehensively understand and criticize
human beings and the world, and can also reflect on the common theoretical and
methodological assumptions of individual disciplines that study each part of human beings
and the world, and furthermore, they can raise creative questions about metaphysical
topics. For the achievement learning of this subject, it is necessary for learners to learn the
philosophical history related subjects such as and because the philosophical history

understanding about the major problems and concepts of metaphysics is helpful.

Philosophy

64107 Epistemology 3/3/0

This course aims to systematically overview the various issues of epistemology developed in
modern English and Anglo-American philosophy and to gain an overall understanding of
English and Anglo-American epistemology. In this process, the traditional epistemology of
Western modernity can also be discussed, and the partial understanding of philosophical
history can be improved. We find possible answers to questions such as what we know, how
we know such things when we know something, and how much we know. In the process of
exploring these problems, we think about how we can respond to traditional skepticism that
claims the impossibility of knowledge. This lecture provides an opportunity to cultivate
abilities such as communication and comprehensive thinking capacity by deeply

understanding and comparing and evaluating the core themes of epistemology.

In this course, the limitations of traditional ethics are highlighted in the modern times, and
discussions on the possibility of ethical establishment have been actively developed as the
skepticism of ethics spreads. By considering the meta-ethical viewpoints that have emerged
in this background, learners should take a reasonable moral judgment standard. In addition,
it helps to cultivate the rational ethical consciousness required in modern society through
deep reflection on the establishment of new direction of justice, resurrection of virtue
ethics, re-emergence of communitarianism, and modern development patterns of applied
ethics. Through this subject, learners can develop the ability to deeply understand and
critically analyze and evaluate various modern social ethics theories that compete with each
other, and can establish a basis for establishing a persuasive ethical consciousness.

64121 Philosophy of Language 3/3/0

_95_

This course aims to analyze the semantic relationship between the meaning of language and
the object of instruction and to identify the relationship between language and the world.
After the modern times, the background of which language became the subject of
philosophical analysis is briefly examined, and the contents and problems of the semantics,
which corresponds to the essence of philosophical inquiry into language, and the central
arguments that explain the relationship between language and the world are systematically
reviewed. And, the recent discussion that analyzes the meaning problem of language from
the perspective of language use is examined. In modern analytical philosophy, the discussion
of meaning is most actively discussed in psychological philosophy, and in the discussion of
meaning, the philosophy of language and psychological philosophy are intertwined.
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64123 Philosophy of Science 3/3/0

64140 Korean Philosophy 3/3/0

Philosophy of Science is a field of philosophy that reflects on epistemological and ontological
problems of science. Through this course, students will get an integrated understanding of
the relationship between science and philosophy, the standard themes of Philosophy of
Science, scientific methodology, scientific worldview, and modern natural philosophy. This
course will be conducted in the following way: First, for students who are unfamiliar with
scientific philosophy, we will examine the relationship between science and philosophy in
history of thoughts. In particular, the 17th century natural philosophy will be introduced as
an example to examine how closely the philosophy and science were traditionally related,
which is the background for understanding the Philosophy of Science. Second, I will look at
some issues of modern science philosophy such as induction, explanation and prediction,
scientific realism, scientific revolution, undetermination, relativity theory of the 20th century
and natural philosophy contained in quantum mechanics. Third, it is necessary to develop
integrated thinking ability by applying scientific philosophical insights to specific cases such

as Evolution theory and global warming.

The main contents of Korean philosophy are Korean Buddhism and studying in Korea. There
is no possibility of relativity according to 'national' or 'state' in Confucian philosophy that
emphasizes the formation of Buddhist philosophy and moral personality emphasizing
enlightenment. However, in Korean philosophy, the transformation of Buddhist philosophy
and Confucian philosophy is mainly dealt with by the Korean development, which can be
said to be formed after the modern age. In this course, the philosophy of Korean traditional
philosophers will be dealt with focusing on the characteristics that appear as they approach
Korean traditional philosophy with the perspective of Korean characteristics. Through this,
students will have an opportunity to think about the meanings of Korean traditional

philosophy in modern and contemporary East Asia.

64148 Philosophy of Culture 3/3/0

64125 Confucian Philosophy 3/3/0

Confucian philosophy is the core of understanding the common principle underlying East
Asian culture. However, Confucian philosophy is not a single philosophy, but a philosophy
that encompasses various thoughts formed by accepting and transforming various ideas
developed in East Asia. The reason why they can be tied up as Confucian philosophy is
because many later philosophers have expressed their thoughts through interpretation of the
so-called "Confucian scriptures". Therefore, in this lecture, I will examine the process of
development of Confucian philosophy through the interpreter of Four Books, which is the
representative of Confucian scriptures. Through this, students will understand not only the
understanding of Confucian scriptures but also the principle of confucian culture that is
affecting our lives.

Culture is a work of human beings, and it is expressed in various cultural forms such as
myth, religion, art, language, history, science, etc., and not only human thoughts but also
passion and desire. Therefore, the purpose of cultural philosophy is to insight into the
philosophical basis of specific cultural phenomena revealed through such symbolic
expressions.

Although the subject of lecture may be as broad as the human activity area, philosophical
reflections on the newly emerging cultural phenomenon are mainly dealt with in the modern
times, and mainly introduce the discussions of modern French philosophers. While
contrasting the problem consciousness and the way of thinking of modern and
contemporary French thinkers in France culture and philosophy with so-called
'post-modern’' thoughts represented by Lacan, Foucault, Deleuze, etc., it cultivates the ability
to understand and compare and analyze the characteristics and meaning of modern cultural
philosophical reflections that started in France.

64129 Buddhist Philosophy 3/3/0

Theory and Practice of Social
64158 . 3/3/0
Ethics

Buddhist philosophy is about analyzing Buddha's thoughts philosophically. this course will
examine the problems such as whether it is possible to explore the principle of existence
without assuming reality, and whether humans can overcome finiteness by their own power
through early Buddhism. Through this, the philosophical implications of early Buddhism will
be laid the foundation for recognizing how it is transformed in later Buddhism or Chinese
Buddhism. Through this course, students will be able to read the difference between the way
of thinking in the Indian culture and the way of thinking in the East Asian culture, although
it is the oriental philosophy.

In this course, we reflect on various problems raised in modern society from an ethical
point of view. The subjects of this study are the issues of biomedical ethics surrounding
abortion, euthanasia, organ transplantation, and reproduction of life, and social ethics issues
that are emerging in relation to sexual culture, death penalty, and information society. The
learners organize and conduct team exploration activities according to the theme, and
distribute the results as handouts, and other learners write and submit comments on them.
Each team presents the results of the inquiry, and conducts question and answer on the
contents of the presentation. To help this, the instructor prepares and provides the
topic-related video materials. Through such in-depth inquiry, presentation and discussion on
social ethics issues, learners can develop their ability to understand and coordinate different
views, and furthermore, establish desirable ethical consciousness required to live in modern

society.
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Methods of Teaching

Philosophy

64164 History of Chinese Philosophy 3/3/0

In this course, we understand the goals, contents, and teaching methods of philosophy
education in a comprehensive manner. It grasps various philosophical ideas such as Oriental
philosophy, Western philosophy, Modern philosophy, and Ancient philosophy from an
educational point of view and cultivates the ability to convey them to various classes such
as elementary and junior high school students, college students, and lifelong learning
subjects. To this end, learners write and present a lecture plan for mock class according to
the instructor's guidance in addition to theoretical learning about philosophy education.
Learners discuss the progress of the class and the lecture plan, which are the components
of the rehearsal class of the presenter, and present opinions by team. The instructor writes
a detailed evaluation of the research class so that the learner can use it as a guideline in
the education field.

Various thoughts appearing in the history of Chinese philosophy were formed as a result of
the search for human and human life conditions. It was in the Han Dynasty that the three
schools began to segment these thoughts into schools such as Confucianist, Daoist, Mohist,
and Legalist, and in the Song Dynasty Confucianist/Buddhist/Daoist was recognized as a
three-way school system. Therefore, in this course, we will examine the limitations of
academic classifications as well as the formation and development of various academies in
the history of Chinese philosophy through various philosophers' thoughts. In doing so, the
students will be able to question and recognize the values that are currently embedded in
our living conditions and attitudes, and to think about the possibility of interacting with one
another.

French Culture and
64165 . 3/3/0
Philosophy

64160 Philosophical Writing 3/3/0

In this course, the principles of argumentation and the rules of essay writing are creatively
applied to actual philosophical writing. Learners organize small-scale learning communities
autonomously to create and operate essay writing programs ranging from essay theme
setting, outline writing, drafting, correction, and completion, and also participate in
performance exchange programs with other learning communities. In this case, learners can
develop their assertion in an argumentative manner through essays, columns, essays, etc. in
daily life, and can communicate their assertion in discussions, discussions and debates with
others or within the group. In academic aspect, they can write advanced essays that
combine the conformable form and practical contents in all areas of communication using
words and writing tools.

64163 Introduction to Logic 3/3/0

This course will analyze and explain the characteristics and meanings of philosophy groups
that have enriched the continent, with France at the center, taking into account the
preparation of the so-called "Post Modern" thoughts represented by Lacan, Foucault and
Delueze.

France's cultural values associated with philosophical thought and philosophers to be
addressed in class, for example, freedom, equality, philanthropy and tolerance, as well as
the social role of intellectuals, harmony of individual reason and desire, social solidarity,
etc., are taken as an opportunity to look back on our cultural reality by organizing the
unique cultural routines that only French society has.

As a result, the curriculum aims to help the students grow up into an “intellectual in
action." It does not transform society through political and social revolution, but attempts
thought training and mutual cooperation through the experience of forming a learning
community, which is necessary to live as a rational individual and to resist authority and
care for others in cultural daily life.

In this course, the goal is to explore different forms of logical reasoning and acquire
various skills to evaluate them. In particular, with emphasis on the concept of deductive
validity, the form of sentences and reasoning is identified and analyzed through
formalization or symbolization. And understand the two basic formal logic systems, sentence
logic and predicate logic, and make formal inferences using each logic system. To this end,
we will understand and acquire the various skills involved. Students will have the
opportunity to understand the basic concepts of logic and cultivate the ability to think
analytically and deduce strictly through a formalized logic system. The subject helps to
think logically and critically and also helps to prepare for the effective study of other
philosophy subjects.

64166 Philosophy of Beauty and Art 3/3/0

_99_

This course offers an in-depth understanding of the major concepts of aesthetics, such as
beauty and aesthetic phenomena, and aesthetic experience, and reflectively solves the major
philosophical questions related to art and art works. To this end, the learner raises key
aesthetic and artistic questions according to the theoretical and methodological guidance of
the professor and organizes and operates the learning and research programs voluntarily to
solve them. In this case, learners can develop their ability to judge and accept aesthetic
values and appreciate, interpret and evaluate works of art based on them. In addition, they
can display aesthetic imagination relatively easily in the course of creation in relation to
actual art activities.
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Contemporary European
64172 k 3/3/0
Philosophy

Philosophy of the city and
64179 3/3/0
space

This course analyzes and evaluates the major flows of modern European philosophy after
Hegel, including phenomenology, existentialism, interpretation, structuralism, post-structivism
and criticism theory. To this end, learners will operate self-directed learning and research
programs at the individual or group level based on the professor's intellectual advice, such
as problem setting, investigation, presentation and discussion. In such a case, the learner
can understand in depth the mental foundation of Western culture, including Europe, and
the pattern of its change, based on his or her own ability to think, and further apply its

achievements to our society and culture in a reflective way.

This course examines the major modern theories and ideas of city and space, such as
physics, philosophy, sociology and geography, and, based on them, reflects on the
characteristics and limitations of modern cities and the possibility of a transition to a city
where humans can live more humanely from a general perspective encompassing various
areas of urban research. Through this, the learners will be able to critically look at the
characteristics and limitations of modern cities and acquire creative perspectives for the
realization of human values. The learners will be systematically prepared to meet the
schedule of the research plan in which they have prepared their subjects and will discuss

their findings with other learners through presentations.

64174 Feminist Philosophy 3/3/0

Texts and Methods in
64180 . . 3/3/0
Teaching Philosophy

The course was set up to read various problems of philosophy in a feminist philosophical
perspective. This course also aims to cast question marks on the indifference and
irrationality of sex that has been raised in the history of Western philosophy, and
reconstruct and reinterpret these questions from a feminist perspective. To this end, the
fundamental categories of understanding human beings, such as reason/sensibility,
identity/difference, mind/body, will be re-lighted from the perspective of gender. This will
give the learner an opportunity to critically reflect on various feminist philosophical views
beyond the existing interpretation of philosophy history. The lecture also closely examine
issues that have been neglected in traditional philosophy history, such as emotion, family,
gender identity, desire, sexuality and the body. Through the view of feminist philosophy,

learners will have a new understanding of humans, society and the world.

Philosophy education for those majoring in philosophy has been organized in a systematic
way for many years around universities, and literature and teaching methods are also highly
organized by the detailed major areas of philosophy. However, research on philosophy
materials, dioceses and teaching methods suitable for educating those who do not major in
philosophy not much has been studied. This course aims to develop the ability to utilize in
the educational field by exploring the appropriate subject, age, teaching materials and
teaching methods for those who do not major in philosophy.

64183 Philosophy of Mind 3/3/0

64175 ‘ Daoist Philosophy ‘ 3/3/0

In Daoist Philosophy, it aims to be either "Wuweif£/&" or "ZiranE#X." This denies discipline
by virtue or law, and points out the limitations of conceptual reasons. Therefore, in the
major scriptures of Daoist Philosophy, main ideas are expressed through numerous parables
and anecdotes.

The course aims to take an opportunity to look at the meanings of the parables and
anecdotes being dealt with in "Tao Te Chingi&fE#&" and "Zhuang Ziif+" to see if human
reasons can go beyond the limits of the concept. Through this, we will seek to understand
the possibility of a modern civilization criticism and the current conditions of life that it

implies.

In order to explore the representative theories and issues concerning the nature of the
mind and the mental and physical issues, this course will analyze the concepts of mental
phenomena, starting with metaphysical arguments on the basis of the real question by
Descartes. It also seeks a deep understanding of the nature of the mind as well as the
nature of the mind, by comparing and analyzing major modern perspectives on the subject
of the recent active issue, realism, functionalism, activism, physics and naturalism, etc. and
also by critically considering the problems of important psycho-psychological theories. It
also provides an opportunity to review and discuss how various discussions on mental and
mental relationships in modern science, including neuroscience, cognitive science and
evolution, have links to major topics of Philosophy of Mind. This course offers an
opportunity to deeply understand the key topics of psychology and to cultivate abilities such
as communication and comprehensive thinking capabilities. For effective learning of the
subject, preceding learning such as Outline of Philosophy and Logic is helpful.
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64185 Zhuzi's Learning in East Asia 3/3/0

At the end of the 19th century and the beginning of the 20th century, major concerns in
East Asia were Westernization and civilization. In this period, the traditional ideas of East
Asia, which should be overcome under the name of Westernization and civilization, were
Confucianism, and especially Zhuzi's Learning. However, Zhuzi's Learning, which has been
the common governing ideology of the three East Asian countries, develops in different ways
amid different historical developments between Korea, China and Japan. Therefore, this
course first examines the background of Zhuzi's Learning. The final purpose of the project
is to understand the cultural orientation of East Asian countries in the process of accepting
and developing the subject.

This subject is aimed at educating freshmen to understand curriculum of major, campus life
and career. and to train professional and social talented people.

64194 Philosophy design 3/2/2

The aim of this course is to set up the tasks that society needs based on major subjects
and theories, so that students can plan for themselves and produce results through
comprehensive problem solving.

64189 Media Philosophy 3/3/0

The course accurately understands and finds possible philosophical solutions to existential,
cognitive, and value-based problems common to all media in perception and communication,
including body, mind, language, machine and mass media. For this purpose, learners will
raise major philosophical questions surrounding the media at the individual or group level
in accordance with the professor's theoretical and methodological guidance and organize
and operate their own learning and research programs to solve them. In this case, learners
can understand the world itself in greater depth, including reality and assumptions,
reflectively review the functions of the media that have a positive or negative impact on it,
and further make creative approaches, interpretations and assessments on the problems that
the real world of today's high-tech-based telematics creates.

Ancient Greek Polis and
64197 . 3/3/0
Philosophy

The Greek Polis was originally formulated as the fundamental basis of the human good.
That is, the city states were the foundational political system, in which flourishing lives for
the citizens of the city should be achieved. In order to understand the philosophical ground
of the ancient city states, the nature of their political structures, and the lives of the
citizens of Greek Poleis, this course will examine the original works of Greek political
philosophers, such as Plato and Aristotle. With the knowledge of ancient texts students are
expected to reevaluate the true value of modern cities and political systems.

Philosophy of Urban
64198 o 3/3/0
Civilization and Technology

Contemporary
64190 i . 3/3/0
Anglo-American Philosophy

Contemporary Anglo-American Philosophy means philosophy developed in the 20th century
mainly in the United States and Britain. Introducing linguistic and analytical techniques in
traditional philosophy, Contemporary Anglo-American Philosophy developed philosophical
theories about human beings, the world, science, logic, language, etc. In this course, we will
explore the main issues of Contemporary Anglo-American Philosophy: individual identity,
freedom and necessity, causality, and the nature of time.

First of all, we analyze the technological basis of modern urban civilization since 20th
century, especially focusing on the emerging technologies based on urban forms of life now
and future. And also reflect philosophically the paradigmatic changes in the urban forms of
life and in relationships between humans and humans, humans and machines caused by
those emerging technologies. Particularly we spend much time on examining the 21th
artificial intelligence technologies, which leads to the new era of post-humanism or
trans-humanism.

This subject is aimed at educating freshmen to understand curriculum of major, campus life

From their beginnings cities have been sights of social tension and conflicts. These
phenomenons remains the same today with a lot of contemporary processes giving rise to
new questions of justice. Especially in the context of rapid urbanization and globalization,
cities face growing inequality, poverty, violence, discrimination, migration, etc. The purpose
of this course is to introduce students to these issues concerning urbanization, and to help

them to respond to these urban social justice issues in their philosophical research works.
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64206 Philosophy of Modern Society 3/3/0

Philosophy of Artificial
64210 . 3/3/0
Intelligence

This course aim at investigating the fundamental and essential character of the civil society.
Specialy it is going to investigate the classical philosophical thoughts of the modern civil
society in relation to social and historical background. concretely it will investigate the
theories of social contract of Hobbes, Locke, Montesquieu, the utilitarianism of Bentham and
Mill, the social theories of Hegel and Marx, and the philosophy of Nietzsche.

Philosophical Critique of the
64207 y i 3/3/0
Modern Civil Society

This lecture investigates the recent socio-philosophical theories since the 20th century.
Entering in the late 20th century, the modern society lies in the significant social changes.
So a new philosophical critique is requiring. In this lecture various socio-philosophical
thoughts since the 20th century, of Adorno, Heidegger, Gramsci, Habermas, Foucault,
Deleuze etc are going to be investigated. And we are trying to achieve the new perspective
of philosophical critique that can make the recent social changes interpret.

In this course, students will first learn about the physical foundation of Al(robot), how it
works, its ability, its practical use, and its potentiality for future. Based on this, the
similarities and differences between humans and Al(robot) are clarified. Next, we will look at
the various philosophical issues raised by Al. We discuss the possibility of Al(robot) as a
person in ontology. And by comparing and analyzing the difference between cognitive ability
of artificial intelligence and human intelligence in epistemology, we examine the extent to
which artificial intelligence can replace human cognitive activity. In addition, in the ethical
aspect, we examine the problem of responsibility for their actions and ethical guidelines for
coexistence with them, when Al(robot) becomes a social member as an actor. This will be an
important foundation for the search for relational ethics for coexistence of Al(robot) and
humans.

64223 Big Data Ethics 3/3/0

History of Western
64208 Philosophy 1 Ancient and 3/3/0
Medieval

This is an introductory survey of the history of classical western philosophy. We will cover
a range of philosophical questions and topics as explored by some of the main Ancient and
Medieval thinkers of this era. Especially two closely related questions will loom particularly
large throughout the course: 1) How can we best explain and understand the world? 2) What

does the happy life consist in and how can we become happy and good?

The purpose of this course is to help students to think about philosophical, especially ethical
issues concerning big data and artificial intelligence. For example, How can algorithms make
decisions without discrimination? Should a big data engineering protect the privacy of an
information-giver? etc. Students, who want to learn new knowledge of big data analysis and have
a creative thinking ability to solve problems from an ethical perspective, should have an
opportunity to think about these ethical issues and to establish a humanistic thinking with
technique. This is because science and engineering without critical and reflective thinking do not
promote sustainable human development and prosperity. This course will contribute to nurture
talented students with critical and ethical thinking concerning big data analysis needed in this

society.
